2. Entry Tags/Admission Tickets will NOT be mailed to the exhibitor. Entry Tags/Admission Tickets will be
picked up at entry drop off times OR an appointment can be made with the Entry Department to pick them
up beforehand. Entry Tag Appointments must be made at least 24 hours in advance of pick up.
Appointments will be accepted starting July 25, 2024. There will be NO appointments available starting
one week prior to entry take in day, August 5, 2024.

3. NEW in 2024: Any class that does not have enough entries to award every placing (3 placings) in the
General Exhibits will be restructured or removed.

4. All Exhibitors can purchase one (1) discounted packet of eleven (11) admission/parkingtickets for $44.00.
